	Description of content: This draft technical regulation specifies the requirements stated in the Gulf standard GSO "Sturgeon Caviar" under clauses 8 & 12 (packaging & labelling) as mandatory requirements. It specifies that the packaged product should be in sealed containers and should protect the product during transport, storage and handling.
The packaging shall also comply with the following Gulf standard:

1. GSO 839 "Food Packages- Part 1: General Requirements"

2. GSO 1863 "Food Packages - Part 2: Plastic Packages- General Requirements"

3. GSO 839 "Food - Packages - Part 1: General Requirements"

4. GSO 1791 "2007 Three piece steel round cans used for canning food stuffs"
It also describes label requirements such as:

1. It should be without prejudice to what mentioned in Gulf Standard GSO 9 "Labelling of prepackaged foods".
2. The name of the food: The labelling shall be written in such a way as to avoid any risk of misleading consumers on the nature of the product.
3. Storage instruction: The labelling shall include terms to indicate that the product shall be stored under appropriate time/temperature conditions 

4. Repackaging: In case of repackaging of the product the facility registration code shall be identified.
5. Labelling of non-retail containers: Each primary container shall be labelled with the number markings of the lot and the species. Information specified above shall be given either on the container or in accompanying documents, except that the name of the food, lot identification, and the name and address as well as storage instructions shall always appear on the container.
